Challenge:

The University of Cincinnati planned to submit the Campus Recreation Center for LEED New 
Construction and Major Renovations certification. This certification is based on five key areas 
of human and environmental health: sustainable site development, water savings, energy  
efficiency, materials selection and indoor environmental quality. 

In order to achieve the most certification credits, the university had to maximize water  
efficiency within the recreation center by using equipment that is more energy and water  
efficient than typically chosen equipment.
